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TITLE I 
GENERAL PROVISIONS 

CHAPTER I 
GENERALITIES 

Article 1. Purpose  
To regulate the admissions process to César Vallejo University (UCV). 

Article 2. Objective 
Admission to UCV is conducted through a public call for applications. This process aims to select 
applicants who meet the university's established requirements to successfully complete the 
training process in the offered degree programs. 

Article 3. Scope 
These regulations apply to UCV authorities, faculty members, administrative staff, and applicants. 

Article 4. Legal basis 
The legal basis for these regulations is constituted by the following rules: 

a) The Political Constitution of Peru; 
b) University Law No. 30220 and its amendments; 
c) Law No. 30453 of Sistema Nacional de Residentado Médico (SINAREME, by its acronyms 

in Spanish) [National System of Medical Residency], in addition to its regulations approved 
by Supreme Decree No. 007-2017-SA, as amended by Supreme Decree No. 016-2020-SA; 

d) Regulations of the institutional licensing procedure, approved by the Resolution of the Board 
of Directors No. 008-2017-SUNEDU1/CD and its amendments; 

e) Technical Criteria for the supervision of special admissions processes for individuals enrolled 
in not authorized programs, Resolution of the Board of Directors No. 0014-2017/SUNEDU; 

f) Technical Criteria for the supervision of the relocation process of students who pursue 
authorized degree programs at non-authorized facilities, approved by the Resolution of 
Board of Directors No. 021-2017-SUNEDU-CD; 

g) Regulations for the process of cessation of activities for universities and graduate schools, 
approved by the Resolution of Board of Directors No. 111-2018-SUNEDU-CD, as amended 
by Resolution No. 079-2019-SUNEDU-CD; 

h) Provisions for higher education delivery in blended and distance study modalities, as well as 
the Licensing Model for programs delivered in these modalities, approved by Resolution of 
Board of Directors No. 105-2020-SUNEDU-CD; 

i) Regulations for the National Registry of Academic and Professional Degrees, approved by

Article 5. Liability 
Those responsible for the procedures requested by applicants or admitted students are the 
Standing Admissions Committee, the Working Committees at each campus, branch or academic 
degree, in conjunction with the Office or Department of Admissions and Enrollment Services. 
Article 6. Terms of reference 
a) Student Record Archiving: Archiving process of records of those students enrolled in the 

Office of Academic Records. 
b) Working Committees: Working groups, designated by the Standing Admissions Committee 

which have various responsibilities throughout the admissions process. 
c) CONADIS: Consejo Nacional para la Integración de la Persona con Discapacidad 

(CONADIS, by its acronyms in Spanish) [National Council for the Integration of Persons with 
Disabilities]. 

d) CONAREME: Consejo Nacional de Residentado Médico National [Council of Medical 
Residency], body of the Sistema Nacional de Residentado Médico (CONAREME, by its 
acronyms in Spanish) [National Council of Medical Residency, the governing body of the 
National Medical Residency System]. 

e) Letter of Admission: Official document confirming that an applicant has been accepted into 
the university. 

f) Dean’s certification: Document certifying that the student has not been dismissed from a 
higher education institution due to disciplinary reasons, academic performance, or other 
grounds as set forth in the University Law. 

g) Public call for applications: Official publication of available places for academic programs. 
h) CPA: Standing Admissions Committee of César Vallejo University. 
i) Academic Calendar: Scheduling the start, progression, and end dates of each academic 

term. 
j) Admissions Process Timeline *: Document that defines, in sequential order of execution, the 

dates and phases of the admissions process for each program.

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k) Payment Schedule: Document that specifies the due dates for tuition and scheduled 
installments, in accordance with the selected payment plan. 

l) General List of Admitted Applicants: Alphabetical list of admitted students, selected strictly 
in order of merit. In case of applicants with certified disabilities, access criteria may be 
implemented based on individual’s capacity and principles of equity. 

m) Admitted Student: An applicant who has successfully passed the university admissions 
process and secured their place. 

n) Satisfaction Measurement: Providing the questionnaire results to the participants in the 
admissions process. 

o) Mode of Admission: Application options structured according to the specific characteristics 
of applicants to whom the service is directed. 

p) Distance Learning Modality: It is characterized by an interaction between students and 
instructors either synchronous or asynchronous, which is facilitated through technological 
tools that foster autonomous learning. * The academic management of these programs is 
fully adapted to virtual environments. If in-person experimentation and practical sessions are 
required, physical learning environments equipped for such purposes may be used as 
complement or support. 

q) On-Campus Learning Modality: Teaching and learning processes structured, designed and 
conducted primarily in a physical environment, specifically equipped for this purpose. This 
modality allows the use of information and communication technologies and/or virtual 
learning environments *. 

r) Blended Learning Modality: Teaching and learning processes structured, designed and 
conducted by integrating specifically equipped physical environments, and virtual learning 
ones that use resources, materials, and methodologies designed to achieve learning 
objectives. By using technological means, this modality includes interaction processes that 
foster autonomous learning, in real-time or asynchronous. 

s) Applicant: An individual who has registered for the admissions process of public call for 
applications in order to pursue studies at UCV. 

t) Applicant Identification System: A technological tool that uses facial recognition to verify the 
identity of applicants during remotely administered Knowledge Exam, in order to prevent 
impersonation. 

u) SIU3: A system implemented by SUNEDU that consists of modules for recording admissions 
data and academic information. 

v) PRODAC: Programa Deportivo de Alta Competencia (PRODAC, by its acronyms in Spanish) 
[High-Performance Athletic Programs]. 

w) Continuing Education Program: A program designed to renovate knowledge or develop and 
update specific skills and competencies of graduates. 

x) Records of Vulnerable Groups: In accordance with the: 
• National Registry of Persons with Disabilities: A registry of individuals with

y) Receiving University: A public or private university holding a valid institutional license granted 
by SUNEDU, where students affected by the cessation of another university’s activities are 
transferred or relocated. 

z) Endorsed: The state of a document that has been acknowledged or reviewed, and upon 
which the approval of a competent authority has been recorded. 

TITLE II  
ORGANIZATION 

 

CHAPTER I  
PLANNING 

Article 7. 
The stages of the university admissions process are: planning, call, registration, evaluation and 
results, process closure, and follow-up and assessment. 

Article 8. 
The Standing Admissions Committee (CPA) is chaired by the vice-rector for academic affairs and 
it is composed of deans, the director of the Graduate School, academic program directors, and 
general directors. The committee appoints, for each admissions process, Working Committees 
for the main campus and branches, which shall implement the admissions procedures in force. 
Additionally, a Working Committee may be designated if the nature of a specific program so 
requires. 

Article 9. 
The Standing Admissions Committee is responsible for conducting the university’s admissions 
process, as well as proposing the number of available places and the admissions schedule to be 
approved by the University Council. Working committees for each campus, branch, or program 
shall assign places for the general list of admitted applicants, as applicable. 

Article 10. 
Admissions process are conducted through a public call for applications once per semester for 
each one of the university’s academic programs. The unique process may be conducted in 
phases or stages, in accordance with the number of places available and the approved 
admissions process timeline. 
 

CHAPTER II 
PLACES 
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Article 11. Approval of places 
The number of places for admission to UCV, across all study modalities, are approved by the 
University Council upon proposal by the Standing Admissions Committee. This committee, in 
coordination with the General Directorates and the Office of Admissions and Promotion, 
determines the distribution of places across the main campus and branches. 

Article 12. Places for special admission procedures 
For each admissions process, specific percentages, quotas, bonus points, or pathways are 
established for special admission procedures, as a differentiated approach of the process. 
Reserved places not filled by applicants are reassigned to other admission modalities scheduled 
to be implemented, pursuant to the admissions process timeline *. 

Article 13. 
The Standing Admissions Committee apportions the number of places per program and study 
modality at the main campus and branches, considering the regular admission examination as 
the final evaluation. Places not filled through other modalities remain available for the regular 
examination. 

 
CHAPTER III  

THE CALL FOR APPLICATIONS 

Article 14. 
In accordance with the admissions process timeline, approved by the University Council, the call 
for applications is announced and conducted by the Standing Admissions Committee, conjointly 
with the Marketing Department and the Office of Admissions and Promotion.  
Based on the admission criteria for each program, the prospectus specifies the subjects on which 
applicants shall be evaluated. 

Article 15. 
The Department/Heads of Admissions and Promotion are responsible for the report on the 
applicants' admissions process. 

Article 16. Admission calls for the medicine program 

Admission to the academic program of Medicine is implemented through three distinct modes. 
Each mode is conducted in a phase, once per academic semester, in the following order of 
priority: 

A. Regular Admission Exam: Students shall participate in a leveling program. 
B. University Life Preparation Center (implemented under the ALFA4 Pre-Medicine Program) *: 

Unfilled places shall be reassigned to the regular admission process. 
C. Special Evaluation is conducted until the penultimate phase of admissions. Unfilled places 

shall be reassigned to the regular admission process.

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The places shall be assigned strictly in order of merit. Internal transfers to the programs of 
Medicine, Dentistry, Nursing, and Medical Technology in Clinical Laboratory as well as 
Pathological Anatomy are not permitted. 

Article 17. Admission Calls for Doctoral Programs 
Admission to doctoral programs is conducted through two modes, each implemented in one 
phase per academic semester, in the following order of priority for the modes: 
A. Regular Admission Exam shall be executed during the penultimate phase of admissions 

scheduled for the academic semester. 
B. Special Evaluation shall occur until the antepenultimate phase of admissions. Unfilled places 

shall be reassigned to the regular admission process. 
The places shall be assigned strictly in order of merit.  

 

TITLE III  
MODES AND ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS 

 

CHAPTER I  
MODES OF ADMISSION 

 

Article 18. Modes of admission 
The modes of admission approved by the University Council, through which applicants may 
secure a place, are as follows: 

A. REGULAR ADMISSION EXAM 
It is a mode that evaluates the applicant's profile for a study program, through a knowledge 
exam as a mandatory process along with a supplementary aptitude evaluation. This mode is 
conducted in phases according to the approved admission process timeline *. 

B. UNIVERSITY LIFE PREPARATION CENTER – ALFA 
This mode consists of a preparatory cycle that culminates in a comprehensive evaluation. The 
latter includes a knowledge exam as a mandatory process along with a supplementary 
aptitude evaluation. It is a mode executed through the ALFA ULTRA and DISTANCE 
UNDERGRADUATE ALFA programs, approved by the University Council resolution. 

Applicants to the Medicine academic program who want to apply through ALFA mode shall 
register for the ALFA PRE-MEDICAL program, approved by the University Council resolution, 
which includes the holistic assessment of this admission mode. 

Applicants applying through the admission mode for Individuals with Work Experience may 
participate in the ALFA SUBE5 program, designed for those with

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work experience, in order to evaluate their competencies and strengthen generic ones. 

C. SPECIAL EVALUATION 
An exclusive mode stipulated by the University Law, which consists of an aptitude evaluation; 
meanwhile, for individuals with work experience, it consists of a competency evaluation. This 
mode applies to those who meet the following conditions: 

1. Degree holders of university degrees (including foreign bachelor's degrees); 
2. Degree holders or graduates of higher technical education; 
3. External transfers, it applies for those who have completed at least four semesters or two 

academic years, or seventy-two (72) credits; 
4. Individuals with work experience; 
5. Students in the top positions, those in the top third. and top fifth of the graduating class 

of high school education, according to merit ranking; 
6. Outstanding athletes certified by the Instituto Peruano del Deporte (IPD, by its acronyms 

in Spanish) [Peruvian Institute of Sports]; 
7. Students holding scholarships from high-performance athletic programs (PRODAC) at 

private for-profit universities; 
8. Students or graduates from foreign universities within a dual-degree agreement 

framework. 

Applicants admitted through the special evaluation modes indicated in points 1, 2, 3, and 4 
may validate their prior studies. Additionally, credit recognition for point 4 is possible so long 
as the applicant meets the requirements for validation, recognition, or equivalency as 
established by SUNEDU stipulations or the Study Regime. 

Article 19. Requirements for Credit Transfer or Recognition 

For study validation, the university uses equivalency tables between curricula. Faculties and the 
Graduate School may establish other validation procedures. 

Applicants who have pursued university studies abroad may submit syllabi in accordance with 
international agreements or current regulations for validation purposes. Syllabi in languages other 
than Spanish shall be officially translated. 

Applicants with work experience shall submit their curriculum vitae and take a competency 
evaluation for the recognition of academic credits and validation, provided they have completed 
higher education studies. 

Students shall be academically placed in the study cycle corresponding to the number of credits 
they have completed. 
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The student from a foreign university, within the framework of a dual-degree agreement in force, 
is placed in the academic cycle established in the specific agreement or equivalency table. 

Article 20. Admission to study programs 
Admission to the university is conducted through the following academic programs: 

1. Professional degrees. 
2. Professional training programs for individuals with work experience (SUBE). 
3. UCV VIRTUAL programs. 
4. Second specialty programs. 
5. Continuing education programs (governed by their respective regulations). 
6. Graduate education programs. 

CHAPTER II  
ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS BY ACADEMIC PROGRAM 

 

Article 21. Requirements for in-person undergraduate programs 
For PROFESSIONAL DEGREES, the requirements, according to the admission modes, are as 
follows: 

A. ORDINARY ADMISSION EXAM 
Applicants shall submit the following requirements: 
1. Applicants shall identify with their Documento Nacional de Identidad (DNI, by its 

acronyms in Spanish) [National Identity Card]; if case of minors, a simple copy of the DNI 
shall be delivered. Foreign applicants shall submit a copy of their passport, foreigner’s 
identity card, identity card, foreign document (specify), temporary resident permit, or 
identity card (documents required for registration in the Siries6 system). Applicants who 
do not have the indicated document may submit a legible birth certificate (simple copy) 
or another equivalent identification document at the time of their registration for later 
regularization.  
For minors, a scanned image of the yellow or electronic DNI in PDF format shall be 
included; adults undergo RENIEC7 validation. RENIEC’s sheet, the C4 document, or an 
expired DNI, may be accepted for later regularization. 

2. A color photograph with a white background. 
3. High School Certificate of Studies or Equivalent Document: 

• Certificates or Learning Achievement Records8, from educational institutions (IE9) 
offering basic high school education in the country (EBR10, EBA11), shall include all 
five years of study, unless the certificate’ notes specify the Placement Test(s), 
Validation/Revalidation, or other considerations that accredit the completion of the 
required years of study.

• Certificates from Graduates of Educational Institutions (IE) of Regular Basic 

Education (EBR) that are non-school-based shall be endorsed by the local Education 
Directorate or UGEL12, except for those downloaded from the MINEDU13 portal or 
SIAGIE14. 

• Applicants may take the admission exam in the absence of an official certificate of 
studies, but they shall regularize the document by the end of the last phase of this 
mode of admission. 

• Applicants who have completed studies equivalent to high school education abroad 
shall submit their study certificates with the required legalization, which shall be in 
accordance with the international agreements or current regulations, along with a 
legalized copy of the validation or revalidation resolution of the Ministry of Education. 
If there is no need for rectification in the recognition or validation of foreign studies, 
it is considered that the student has completed the high school education from the 
date specified in the country of origin. If any subject requires rectification, the date 
indicated in the official document is considered as the completion date for high 
school studies. 

B. CENTER FOR UNIVERSITY LIFE PREPARATION (ALFA PROGRAMS) 

Applicants shall submit the following requirements: 
1. The documents specified in paragraph A (Regular Admission Exam) of this article. 

If the applicants do not possess the official certificate of studies or Learning Achievement 
Records, they may participate in the program but shall regularize the document until the 
end of the last phase of the current mode of admission. 

C. SPECIAL EVALUATION 

Graduates or Degree Holders in Higher Education 
Applicants shall submit the following requirements: 
1. The documents specified in points 1 and 2 of paragraph A (Regular Admission Exam) of 

this article. 
2. Printout of the online verification of the academic or professional degree registered in 

SUNEDU: 
• In case of academic or professional degrees registered in SUNEDU, verification shall 

be conducted by the Office of Admission and Promotion. 
• In case of academic or professional degrees issued by national universities that are 

not registered in SUNEDU, the applicant shall submit a copy of the professional 
degree endorsed by the General Secretary of the home university. 

• For applicants who completed their university studies abroad, and whose degrees 
are not registered in SUNEDU, they shall submit a copy of the professional degree 
according to international agreements and current regulations.

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3. In case of validation of prior studies, the applicant shall submit the Certificate of University 
Studies, Academic Transcripts, or an equivalent document issued virtually or endorsed by 
the competent authority: 

• For graduates or degree holders from UCV, equivalency tables shall be applied between 
the completed study program and the curriculum of the program to which they are 
applying. 

• For applicants who completed university studies abroad, the certificate shall be 
validated in accordance with the international agreements and the regulations in force. 

4. The university applies curriculum equivalency tables for the purpose of validation of prior 
studies. University Faculties may establish additional validation procedures.  
Applicants who completed university studies abroad may submit the syllabi in accordance with 
the international agreements or the regulations in force for validation purposes. The syllabi 
issued in languages other to Spanish shall be officially translated. 

 
Degree Holders or graduates of technical higher education 

The requirements shall be submitted as it follows: 
1. The documents indicated in items 1 and 2 of Paragraph A (Regular Admission Exam) of 

this article. 
2. The online verification of their degree registration with MINEDU. If not registered, a 

certified copy of the degree endorsed by UGEL or Dirección Regional de Educación (DRE 
by its acronyms in Spanish) [Regional Education Directorate] of origin, or a notarized 
copy. Applicants who do not have the aforementioned document shall submit the original 
Degree Certificate, Certificate of Program Completion, or an equivalent diploma. 

3. The original Certificate of Studies issued by the Technical Higher Education Institution or 
School, Academic Transcripts, or an equivalent document issued virtually or endorsed by 
the competent authority. 

4. The University applies curriculum equivalency tables for the purpose of validation of prior 
studies. University Faculties may establish additional validation procedures.  
Applicants who completed university studies abroad may submit the syllabi in accordance 
with international agreements or regulations in force for validation purposes. The syllabi 
issued in languages other to Spanish shall be officially translated. 

 

External Transfer 
The requirements shall be submitted as it follows: 
1. The documents indicated in items 1 and 2 of Paragraph A (Regular Admission 

Examination/Exam) of this article. 
2. The original Certificate of University Studies, Academic Transcripts, or an equivalent 

document issued virtually or endorsed by the competent authority (in case of validation 
of prior studies): 
• For applicants who completed higher education abroad, in accordance with the 

international agreements or the regulations 
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in force. The documents issued in languages other to Spanish shall be officially 
translated, endorsed by the Peruvian Consulate and countersigned by the 
Ministerio de Relaciones Exteriores [Ministry of Foreign Affairs]. 

3. The university applies curriculum equivalency tables for the purpose of validation of 
studies. University Faculties* may establish additional validation procedures.  
 
Applicants who completed university studies abroad may submit the syllabi in accordance 
with the international agreements or the regulations in force for validation purposes. The 
syllabi issued in languages other to Spanish shall be officially translated. 
 

Top-ranked students and students who belong to the upper third or fifth percentile of the 
final year of high school, according to the order of merit 

The requirements shall be submitted as it follows: 

1. The documents indicated in Paragraph A (Regular Admission Exam) of this article. 
2. The order of merit form for the Top 5 students, certificate of having ranked among the top 

5 positions (it shall include the order of merit and the corresponding score), order of merit 
certificate, certificate of having ranked among the upper third or fifth percentile, the 
original record certifying the order of merit in High School Education at the corresponding 
Educational Institution, or a certified copy thereof. In case of graduates from Colegios de 
Alto Rendimiento (COAR by its acronyms in Spanish) [High Performance Schools], the 
applicant shall submit a certificate of Grade Point Average (GPA). 

Distinguished athletes and athletes sponsored by PRODAC  
The requirements shall be submitted as it follows: 
1. The documents indicated in Paragraph A (Regular Admission Exam) of this article. 
2. A document issued by the corresponding official institution accrediting the applicant as: 

2.1. A qualified athlete according to the standards of Instituto Peruano del Deporte (IPD by 
its acronyms in Spanish) [Peruvian Sports Institute]; or 

2.2. A beneficiary of PRODAC 
3. A letter of Commitment to participate representing the university (this document is 

provided by the Department of Culture, Recreation, and Sports*). 
 

Double degree agreement 
Applicants shall submit the following requirements: 

1. The documents indicated in paragraph A (Regular Admission Exam) of this article. 
2. A letter of introduction from the home university. 
3. The original Certificate of Higher Education studies, Academic Transcripts, or equivalent 

document endorsed by the competent authority (it shall be approved up to the semester 
required in the agreement). 

• The document shall comply with international agreements or regulations in force. 
Documents issued in languages other to Spanish shall be officially translated, 
endorsed by the Peruvian Consulate, and countersigned by the Ministry of 
Foreign Affairs. 
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Article 22. Immunization Requirements for Health Programs  

Admitted students enrolled in Health Sciences programs shall be required to provide proof of 
immunizations in order to access laboratories, socio-sanitary fields, or clinical training facilities, 
as applicable, in accordance with the directives issued by the Vice-Rectorate for Welfare and 
University Social Responsibility. 

Article 23. Requirements for Blended Undergraduate Programs  

Admission calls for blended undergraduate programs shall be conducted through the Programa 
de Formación Profesional para Personas con Experiencia (SUBE). The requirements shall 
vary depending on the corresponding mode of admission: 

B. UNIVERSITY PREPARATORY CENTER (ALFA PROGRAM)  

Applicants shall submit the requirements as it follows: 
1. The documents stipulated in Paragraph A (Regular Admission Exam) of Article 21. 
2. The requirements established under the Special Evaluation through which the applicant 

is applying. 
 

C. SPECIAL EVALUATION 
Degree holders or graduates of university education  
Applicants shall submit the requirements as it follows: 

1. The documents indicated in items 1 and 2 of Paragraph A (Regular Admission Exam) of 
Article 21. 

2. Printed proof of the online verification of the academic degree or professional title 
registered in SUNEDU: 

• In case of academic and professional degrees registered in SUNEDU, the Office 
of Admission and Promotion shall verify the information.  

• In case of academic and professional degrees issued by universities in the 
country that are not registered in SUNEDU, applicants shall submit a certified 
copy of the professional degree endorsed by the General Secretary of the home 
university. 

• Applicants who completed university studies abroad and whose degrees are not 
registered in SUNEDU shall submit a copy of the degree in accordance with the 
international agreements and the regulations in force. 

3. In case of validation of prior studies, applicants shall attach the original Certificate of 
University Studies, Academic Transcripts, or an equivalent document issued virtually or 
endorsed by the competent authority: 
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• For graduates or degree holders from UCV, equivalency tables shall be applied 
between the completed study program and the curriculum of the program to 
which they are applying. 

• For applicants who completed university studies abroad, the certificate shall be 
validated in accordance with the international agreements and the regulations in 
force. 

4. The university applies curriculum equivalency tables for the purpose of validation of 
studies. University Faculties may establish additional validation procedures.  
Applicants who completed university studies abroad may submit the syllabi in accordance 
with the international agreements or the regulations in force for validation purposes. The 
syllabi issued in languages other to Spanish shall be officially translated. 
 

Degree holders or graduates of technical higher education 
The requirements shall be submitted as it follows: 

1. The documents indicated in items 1 and 2 of Paragraph A (Regular Admission Exam) of 
Article 21. 

2. The online verification of their degree registration in MINEDU. If not registered the 
applicant shall submit a certified copy of the degree endorsed by UGEL or DRE, or a 
notarized copy. Applicants who do not have the aforementioned document may submit 
the original Degree Certificate, Certificate of Program Completion, or an equivalent 
diploma. 

3. The original Certificate of Studies issued by the Technical Higher Education Institution or 
School, Academic Transcripts, or an equivalent document issued virtually or endorsed by 
the competent authority. 

4. The university applies curriculum equivalency tables for the purpose of validation of prior 
studies. Faculties may establish additional validation procedures. 
Applicants who completed university studies abroad may submit the syllabi in accordance 
with international agreements or regulations in force for validation purposes.

2. A minimum age of 24 years. 
3. Three years of work experience. 
4. The University applies curriculum equivalency tables for the purpose of validation of prior 

studies. University Faculties* may establish additional validation procedures. 
Applicants who completed university studies abroad may submit the syllabi in accordance 
with international agreements or the regulations in force for validation purposes. The 
syllabi issued in languages other than Spanish shall be officially translated. 

 
Article 24. Requirements for Distance Learning Undergraduate Programs 
Admission calls for distance learning undergraduate programs shall be conducted through UCV 
VIRTUAL depending on the corresponding mode of admission. The requirements are as it follows: 
 
A. REGULAR ADMISSION EXAM 
Applicants shall submit the requirements as it follows: 

1. The documents indicated in Paragraph A (Regular Admission Exam) of Article 21. 
 
B. UNIVERSITY PREPARATORY PROGRAM (ALFA PROGRAM) 
Applicants shall submit the requirements as it follows: 

1. The documents indicated in Paragraph A (Regular Admission Exam). 
 
C. SPECIAL EVALUATION 
Degree holders or graduates of university education 
Applicants shall submit the requirements as it follows: 

1. The documents indicated in items 1 and 2 of Paragraph A (Regular Admission Exam) of 
Article 21. 

2. Printed proof of the online verification of the academic degree or professional title 
registered in SUNEDU: 

• In case of academic and professional degrees registered in SUNEDU, the Office 
of Admissions and Promotion shall verify the information. 
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• In case of academic and professional degrees issued by universities in the 
country that are not registered in SUNEDU, applicants shall submit a copy of the 
professional degree endorsed by the General Secretary of the home university.

The 
syllabi issued in languages other to Spanish shall be officially translated. 

 
Applicants with work experience 
Applicants shall submit the requirements as it follows: 
 

1. The documents indicated in Paragraph A (Regular Admission Exam) of Article 21. 
2. A minimum age of 24 years. 
3. Three years of work experience. 
4. The University applies curriculum equivalency tables for the purpose of validation of prior 

studies. University Faculties may establish additional validation procedures. 
Applicants who have completed university studies abroad may submit the syllabi in 
accordance with international agreements or the regulations in force for validation 
purposes. The syllabi issued in languages other to Spanish shall be officially translated. 

 
Dual-Degree Agreement 
Applicants shall submit the requirements as it follows: 
 

1. The documents indicated in Paragraph A (Regular Admission Exam) of Article 21. 
2. A letter of introduction from the home university. 
3. The original Certificate of Higher Education Studies, Academic Transcripts, or an 

equivalent document endorsed by the competent authority (it shall be approved up to the 
academic semester required by the agreement): 

• The document shall comply with the international agreements or the regulations 
in force. The documents issued in languages other to Spanish shall be officially 
translated, endorsed by the Peruvian Consulate, and countersigned by the 
Ministry of Foreign Affairs. 
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Article 25. Requirements for Second-Specialty Programs 
Admission calls for Second-Specialty programs shall be conducted through the SECOND-
SPECIALTY Program, in accordance with the corresponding mode of admission. The 
requirements are as it follows: 
 
C. SPECIAL EVALUATION 
University Degree Holders 
Applicants shall submit the following requirements for registration purposes: 

1. The documents indicated in items 1 and 2 of Paragraph A (Regular Admission Exam) of 
Article 21. 

2. Printed proof of the online verification of their degree registration in SUNEDU, or a copy 
of the professional degree: 

• In case of academic or professional degrees issued by universities in the country 
that are not registered in SUNEDU, applicants shall submit a certified copy of the 
professional degree endorsed by the General Secretary of the home university. 

• Degree holders who completed university studies abroad shall submit their 
degree or equivalent diploma in accordance with the international agreements 
and regulations in force. The documents issued in languages other than Spanish 
shall be officially translated*. 

3. Any additional documents required under the program’s admission profile. 
4. Valid certificate or proof of professional licensing issued by the corresponding 

professional association, applicable to programs in the medical sciences. 
5. For academic programs within the Faculty of Health Sciences, the SERUMS Resolution 

shall be attached. 
6. For academic programs affiliated with the professional program of Medicine, the 

Complementary Provisions approved by CONAREME the corresponding admission 
process* schedule shall be approved. 

 
Degree Holders of Higher Education Programs 
To register, applicants who hold a professional degree from Institutes or Faculty Members 
Training Schools of Higher Education or Pedagogical Schools of Higher Education that qualify 
them to teach in the basic education modality, shall submit the requirements as it follows: 

1. The documents indicated in items 1 and 2 of Paragraph A (Regular Admission Exam) of 
Article 21. 

2. Printed proof of the online verification of their professional title: 
• In case of professional degrees registered in SUNEDU, the Office of Admission and 
Promotion shall verify the information. 
• If the professional degree was issued by a national university and it is not registered in 
SUNEDU, a copy of the professional degree endorsed by the General Secretary of the 
home university shall be submitted. 
• Degree holders who completed university studies abroad shall submit their degree or 
equivalent diploma in accordance with the international agreements and the regulations  
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in force. The documents issued in languages different from Spanish shall be officially 
translated*. 

• In case of degrees registered in MINEDU, they shall be verified by the Office of Admission 
and Promotion. If not registered, applicants shall submit a copy of the degree certified by 
DRE or Gerencia Regional de Educación (GRE by its acronyms in Spanish) [Regional 
Education Management Office], or the equivalent authority of origin, or certified. 
Applicants who do not have the aforementioned document shall submit the original 
Degree or Graduation Certificate, graduation diploma, or equivalent 

3. Any additional documents required under the program’s admission profile. 
 

Article 26. Requirements for Continuing Education Programs 
For academic CONTINUING EDUCATION programs, the admission requirements and modalities 
shall be established in their corresponding regulations. 
 
Article 27. Requirements for Graduate Programs 
Admission calls for graduate programs, in all of the study modalities offered, shall be carried out 
through the Graduate School, in accordance with the mode of admission. The requirements are 
as it follows: 
 

A. REGULAR ADMISSION EXAM 
Applicants shall submit the requirements as it follows: 

1. The documents indicated in items 1 and 2 of paragraph A (Regular Admission Exam) of 
Article 21. 

2. A printed verification of the online registration of the bachelor’s degree (for master's 
degree programs) or master’s degree (for doctoral programs) in SUNEDU: 

• In case of academic and professional degrees issued by universities in the country that 
are not registered in SUNEDU, applicants shall submit a certified copy of the professional 
degree endorsed by the General Secretary of the home university. 

• For applicants who have completed university studies abroad, the academic degree shall 
be submitted in accordance with international agreements or regulations in force. 

3. In case of foreign universities that do not issue a bachelor’s degree, the professional 
degree shall be submitted in accordance with international agreements or regulations in 
force. 

B. SPECIAL EVALUATION 
External transfers of applicants who have completed at least one academic semester. 
Applicants shall submit the requirements as it follows: 

1. The documents indicated in items 1 and 2 of paragraph A (Regular Admission Exam) of 
Article 21. 

2. Graduate Certificate including credits, academic transcript, or equivalent document, 
issued virtually or endorsed by the competent authority. 

• For applicants who have completed university studies abroad, the academic 
degree shall be submitted in accordance with international agreements or 
regulations in force 
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3. The university shall apply equivalency tables between curricula for the validation of 
studies. The Graduate School may establish additional procedures for academic 
validation. 
For applicants who have completed university studies abroad, syllabi shall be submitted 
in accordance with international agreements or applicable regulations. Syllabi issued in 
languages other than Spanish shall be officially translated. 

Graduates of Higher Education 
For the enrollment of individuals who have obtained a bachelor's degree and a professional 
degree from Teacher Training Schools of Higher Education, which qualifies them to teach in 
the basic education modality, the following requirements shall be submitted: 

1. The documents stipulated in items 1 and 2 of paragraph A (Regular Admission Exam) of 
Article 21. 

2. Printed verification of the online registration of the academic degree or professional 
degree: 
• If the degrees are registered in MINEDU or SUNEDU, they shall be verified by the Office 
of Admission and Promotion. 
• If not registered in MINEDU or SUNEDU, a copy of the degree certified by the DRE, 
GRE (or the equivalent authority of origin), or notarized shall be submitted. Applicants 
who do not possess the aforementioned document may submit the original Degree or 
Graduation Certificate, graduation diploma, or equivalent. 

Article 28. Criteria for Doctoral Program Applicants 

For DOCTORAL academic programs, in their various study modalities, a Working Committee 
composed of five (5) or more members with a recognized research background (internal and 
external doctoral faculty members, as well as the program coordinator) shall be established. This 
committee shall evaluate the application based on, among other criteria: the research proposal, 
letters of recommendation, and previous research experience. These criteria shall complement 
the results of the knowledge assessment and/or personal interview. 
For the graduation process, doctoral candidates shall ensure that their bachelor’s and master’s 
degrees are registered in SUNEDU’s National Register of Academic and Professional Degrees. 
Article 29. Diploma Programs 
For GRADUATE DIPLOMA academic programs, the admission requirements shall be 
established in the resolution approving the program. 

CHAPTER III 
SPECIAL ADMISSION PROCEDURES 

 
Article 30.  Special Admission Procedures 
Special admission mechanisms are intended to help reduce access gaps and guarantee 
admission based on applicants’ capacity to each person’s ability, under equitable conditions. 
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For their implementation, a differential approach is applied, which includes the establishment of 
quotas, additional scores, special channels, among others. The application of these mechanisms 
is specified according to programs and modalities in the resolution that approves the places.  

Article 31. Places for People with Disabilities 

To make effective the reservation of 5% of places for people with disabilities in the different 
programs established in this title, the following document shall be submitted: 

1. The documents stipulated in point A (Admission Exam), according to the level of studies 
and the admission modality to which the candidate is applying.  

2. A copy of the ID card or a legalized copy of the Resolution registering the individual in 
the National Registry of Persons with Disabilities of the National Council for the Persons 
with Disabilities (CONADIS, as its acronym in Spanish).  

Article 32. Admission Places for Applicants Whose Native Language is an Indigenous 
Language  

Applicants whose native language belongs to any linguistic family of indigenous languages of 
Peru will receive an additional percentage in the final score of the regular admission exam. 

 Article 33. Admission Places for Applicants Registered in the RUV15 and Those from 
VRAEM or Huallaga 

The resolution establishing the number of available places will determine the quota for access to 
applicants who can prove they are beneficiaries listed in the Unified Registry of Violence; likewise, 
for applicants from the VRAEM or Huallaga regions. This does not apply to the Medicine program.  

TITLE IV 
THE ADMISSION PROCESS 

CHAPTER I 
REGISTRATION 

Article 34. Registration for the Admission Process 
Registration is carried out within the deadlines established in the schedule* of the admission 
process for each academic program. In addition to the admission requirements, the applicant will 
be informed of the need to meet the enrollment requirements demanded by the academic 
program, when the activity to be carried out requires special protective elements or proof of 
physical or mental conditions, or ethical conduct, necessary for the development of their training 
activities (immunizations, insurance, declarations or certificates of incompatibility or conflict of 
interest, amongst others).   
 
Article 35. Virtual Registration 
Pre-registration for the admission process may be carried out at the UCV Office of Admission and 
Promotion or virtually by accessing the UCV website.

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On this portal, applicants will enter their identification details and schedule their admission 
process payment. With the generated code, the payment shall be completed at the bank or 
online*.  
 
Article 36. Verification of Submitted Information 
The information provided by applicants will be validated through a query to the Reniec database 
(according to the scope and validity of the agreement), from which last names, names, verification 
digit, date of birth, gender, marital status, place of birth, place of residence, address, and photo 
will be obtained. If the query process is unavailable, staff will verify the identification document 
submitted by the applicant. In case of foreign applicants, the Office of Admission and Promotion 
will verify the information based on the documents provided.  
Article 37. Formal Requirements of Submitted Documents 
The applicant’s information recorded in original documents or notarized copies (such as names 
and last names, academic degrees, grades, names of institutions, signatures of the endorsing 
authorities, stamps, and photo on the document), as well as the formal requirements of the 
documents, shall match and show no alterations in form or content, neither physical or digital. 
Documents generated virtually shall include access for online verification (internet link, QR code, 
amongst others).  
The identification data shall correspond to those recorded in the National Identity Document. Any 
changes occurring after the admission process shall be requested to the Office of Academic 
Records. 
Article 38. Second Application Option 
Upon registration, the applicant may select a second choice of the academic program to which 
they are applying. Admission and allocation of a place will be determined based on the order of 
merit obtained. 
Article 39. Change of Modality or Program 
The applicant may request a change in the study modality within the same academic program; 
when applicable, technological requirements for course sessions will be communicated. 
Additionally, the applicant may request a change of program before the assignment of a place. If 
any evaluation has already been taken, it may be rescheduled if the profile of the new program 
so requires.  
Article 40. Evaluation of the Admission Process 
If the admission process is conducted in person, the applicant may take the admission evaluation 
at any campus; however, the allocation of the place will correspond to the campus of studies 
selected.  
Article 41. Accrued Registration Fee 
Once registration has been completed and the admission process to which the applicant applied 
has concluded, no refund of the fees paid to the University shall be granted.  
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CHAPTER II 
EVALUATIONS 

Article 42. 
The admission contest consists of a mandatory main knowledge exam and a complementary 
aptitude evaluation established for each admission modality and program. 
 
The design and evaluation of the admission process considers what is established in the 
program’s entry profile, according to the consistency matrix approved by the Vice-Rectory of 
Academic Affairs. 
 
Article 43. Ordinary Admission Exam 
The Ordinary Admission Exam consists of two evaluations: 

1. Knowledge exam: It is designed according to the entry profile of each program. 
2. Personal interview: It is conducted according to the entry profile of each program. 

 
Article 44. Admission to Doctoral Programs 
For doctoral programs, the Admission Working Committee will evaluate applications based on 
meritocracy and intellectual rigor. The research proposal criterion, as mentioned in Article 28, can 
be fulfilled by submitting a research project. 
 
Article 45. Center for Preparation for University Life 
For undergraduate studies in the admission modalities of the Center for Preparation for University 
Life (ALFA programs), the Knowledge Evaluation and Personal Interview will be conducted. 
 
The curricular experiences completed in the ALFA programs will be considered to evaluate the 
admission profile*. For applicants in the ALFA PRE MÉDICA program, the knowledge evaluation 
will be conducted in accordance with the provisions established in its approval resolution*. For 
applicants in the ALFA SUBE program, a competency evaluation and personal interview will be 
applied.  
 
Article 46. Special Evaluation  
For undergraduate studies in the Special Evaluation modalities: university graduates or degree 
holders, higher technical education graduates, external transfer, individuals with work experience, 
top-ranking students, and those in the top third and top fifth of the fifth year of high school, 
according to the merit order, outstanding athletes (IPD16), and those receiving scholarships 
through PRODAC, will undergo a Personal Interview.

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For second specialty and graduate studies, the Special Evaluation modality applies, and 
candidates will undergo a personal interview. Applicants to medical second specialty programs 
are governed by the regulations of the National Medical Residency System – SINAREME (by its 
acronyms in Spanish). 
 
Within the framework of double degree agreements, foreign students will take the personal 
interview in Spanish. 
 
Article 47. Equity Conditions in Evaluation 
Persons with disabilities will be evaluated according to the modality and program they are 
applying for, in accordance with this regulation and under the criteria of equity and inclusion. 
 
The Vice-Rectorate of Welfare and University Social Responsibility will ensure proper attention to 
applicants whose native language differs from Spanish, applicants registered in the RUV, and 
those from the Vraem or Huallaga, provided they require special assistance.  
 
Article 48. 
The development of the competency evaluation, the knowledge exam for in-person evaluation, or 
its registration in the system for virtual application, is the responsibility of their respective 
Admission Working Committees. 
 

CHAPTER III 
EVALUATIONS APPLICATION 

 
Article 49. 
The Knowledge or Competency Evaluation and the Personal Interview are conducted at the 
university or through the virtual platform, as applicable, within the deadlines established in the 
admission process schedule. 
 
Article 50. 
Applicants who do not attend an evaluation may request a rescheduling (in the next phase) before 
the admission process ends. This provision does not apply to the Medicine academic program or 
doctoral programs. 
 
Article 51. 
The consistency matrix, the knowledge or competency assessment exam, and the interview shall 
be recorded on the platform, in coordination with the Office of Technological Innovation, in order 
to enable them on the virtual platform. 
 
Article 52. 
The administration of the knowledge and/or competency assessment exam is the responsibility 
of an Admissions Working Committee for each campus or program. Its functions are established 
in the resolution issued by the Vice-Rectorate of Academic Affairs. 
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If the admission evaluation is conducted virtually, the Admissions Working Committee shall 
provide applicants with their access credentials to the virtual platform, where the knowledge exam 
will take place. An applicant identification system will be implemented for this evaluation. 
 
Article 53. 
The Personal Interview shall be conducted either in designated physical spaces or through 
videoconferencing applications and will be carried out by the designated admissions working 
committees. The record of the personal interview will be stored on the virtual platform. 
 

CHAPTER IV 
RESULTS OF THE EVALUATIONS 

 
Article 54. 
The evaluation results are processed* on the Trilce platform, and reports of admitted applicants 
are prepared in alphabetical order, by program, and general list according to the number of 
available places and the applicant’s selected option in each program. Additionally, the admission 
rate for each process shall be reported. 
 
Article 55. 
The assignment of places is the responsibility of the Permanent Admissions Committee or the 
designated Admissions Work Committee. This assignment will be carried out according to the 
results of each modality of the admissions process, which will be published at the university and 
on its website. 
At the conclusion of the admissions process, the results will be approved by the University 
Council. 
 
Article 56. 
To assign places in undergraduate programs, a minimum of 40 applicants enrolled in a program 
is required. For graduate programs, a minimum of 30 enrolled applicants is required for master's 
degrees and 20 for doctoral programs, across all study modalities. At the end of the admissions 
process stages, if the minimum number of applicants is not reached, the places obtained through 
the second-choice option will be assigned. A lower number may be established when specified in 
the resolution for the distribution of places by program and study modality. 
 
Article 57. 
If any appeal is submitted regarding the results of the Knowledge Evaluation or Personal 
Interview, it will be resolved by the Permanent Admissions Committee or by the designated body. 
 
Article 58. 
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The admitted student may request a change of academic program or study modality before 
enrollment. The Permanent Admissions Committee, or its designee, shall evaluate and authorize 
the submitted requests. If the requested change involves differences in the student profile, the 
appropriate evaluations shall be scheduled. Scholarship recipients shall not be permitted to 
change their major or campus without prior authorization from PRONABEC17.  

CHAPTER V 
FOR THOSE WHO DID NOT OBTAIN A PLACE 

 
Article 59.   
Applicants who were not admitted may be invited to participate in the next admission process 
upon payment of the corresponding fees. If they do not consider this option, they shall collect their 
submitted documents from the Admissions and Promotion Office within 60 days from the date the 
results are published; otherwise, the documents will be destroyed.   
 
Article 60.   
If the applicant requests the return of their admission file, they shall resubmit it to apply for a new 
admission process. The return is not permitted if the student completes their enrollment.   
 

TITLE V 
ENTRY TO THE UNIVERSITY 

 
CHAPTER I 

REQUIREMENTS FOR ADMITTED STUDENTS 
 
Article 61. 
The applicant who has obtained the minimum admission score for their program and has secured 
a place in strict order of merit is considered an admitted student. 
 
Article 62. 
To issue the Admission Certificate to the admitted student, the requirements established in 
Chapter II of Title III shall have been met. 
 
Article 63. 
Foreign students do not require a visa for enrollment in the first cycle. 
 
Article 64. 
The Admissions and Promotion Department or Office is responsible for organizing the files, which 
may be physical or virtual, verifying their content, and ensuring the completeness of 
documentation according to the admission modality,

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study modality, and study programs (undergraduate and graduate). Additionally, it shall register 
the files of admitted students who are enrolled in the Trilce platform for verification by the 
Academic Records Department* and the corresponding file* archive. 
 
Article 65. 
The files received at the Admissions and Promotion office from applicants requesting the 
validation of curricular experiences will be digitized and sent within one day to the corresponding 
area* for the respective process. Once the validation is completed, within a maximum of two days, 
the school will send the file and generate the validation resolution to the Academic Records office. 
 
The validations carried out will be approved in Equivalence Tables through a Faculty resolution 
or a resolution from the Director of the Graduate School. To do so, the validation teams* shall 
evaluate the equivalencies of the total study plans from the home university with the current study 
plan of UCV. 
 
Article 66. 
The Admissions and Promotion Directorate or Head is responsible for registering the applicants 
who meet the requirements outlined in Chapter II of Title III. 
 
Article 67. 
The Academic Records Directorate will perform the control and verification of the incoming 
students' files before the final evaluation of the entry semester is completed, in order to verify the 
authenticity of the documents submitted by the applicants to our institution. 
 
Article 68. 
A UCV student may apply to another program, subject to the authorization of the president of the 
working committee responsible for overseeing the admission process. 
 

CHAPTER II 
GUIDELINES FOR THE ENROLLMENT PROCESS 

 
Article 69. 
The applicant declared as admitted may enroll in the program they applied for through the virtual 
campus, within the dates established in the academic schedule. If they fail to register for 
enrollment during the period they applied, they will lose their admission place. 
Applicants admitted through the Work Experience admission modality who do not enroll in the 
semester of admission will lose their credit recognition and validation process, as applicable, and 
will be required to take their evaluations again in the next admission process. 
 
Article 70. 
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Once the enrollment process is completed, the Admissions and Promotion Directorate or Office 
will inform * the * Academic Records Directorate that the files of enrolled students have been 
registered in the Trilce platform. The Admissions and Promotion Directorate or Office will proceed 
to return the files of those who did not enroll; otherwise, the files will be destroyed after 60 calendar 
days from the close of the late enrollment period. 
 
Article 71.  
The registration of enrollment for applicants who have secured a spot in the first cycle of any 
program will proceed as long as there are at least 40 enrolled students in that program, or when 
the Resolution for the distribution of places by program establishes a lower number. If the required 
number is not met, the applicant shall be offered the option to choose another program or modality 
of study. If the applicant decides not to continue their studies at the university, the return of their 
documents and any payments made will be authorized. The scheduling of locations, hours, and 
shifts for future enrollments will be developed according to the academic schedule approved by 
the General Directorate of the main campus or branch. 
 
Article 72. 
A student requesting a program change shall request the cancellation of their enrollment and 
relinquish their spot. The deadline for this request is until the end of the late enrollment period 
and shall be authorized by the Academic Directorate of the campus or UCV Virtual*. 
 
Article 73. 
The requirements, procedures for validation, enrollment, change of location, and enrollment 
reservation are regulated in the Study Regime Regulations and can be requested through the 
Trilce platform. 
 

TITLE VI 
MISCONDUCT AND SANCTIONS 

Article 74. 
Any applicant who, during the knowledge exam, is found communicating internally or externally, 
cheating from another, from a text or notes, possessing keys, or committing any act of 
misconduct, will be reported to the competent authority and their exam will be annulled. 
 
Article 75. 
Any applicant who provides false information on their registration form or sworn statement will be 
disqualified from the Admission Pocess at any of its stages and will be sanctioned according to 
the current administrative and legal regulations. 
 
Article 76.  
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Any UCV student who impersonates an applicant during the knowledge exam or at any other 
stage of the admission process will be reported to the Institutional Honor Tribunal.  
 
Article 77. 
Any person who impersonates an applicant during the knowledge exam or at another stage of the 
admission process will be reported to the competent authority to take legal action, and the 
university of origin and SUNEDU will be notified, as appropriate. 
 
Article 78. 
If the admitted candidate fails to meet the requirements according to the admission modality, the 
assignment of the place will be annulled. This place will be granted to the applicant who remains 
on the merit list.   
 
The general directors will issue the corresponding report to the Permanent Admission Committee 
for the issuance of the place annulment resolution, approved by the University Council. 
 
Article 79. 
Members of the Admission Work Committees who do not exercise due diligence and discretion 
in their duties will be reported to the competent authority and sanctioned according to the 
university regulations. 
 

FINAL PROVISIONS 
 
FIRST: No applicant may occupy two places in the same admission process. 
 
SECOND: A student who has been separated due to academic performance may not apply to 
the same program. 
 
THIRD: The place assigned by the Permanent Admission Commission or the Admission Work 
Commissions, which will act by delegation, is non-modifiable, except for the provisions 
established in Article 58. 
 
FOURTH: Persons who have been convicted of terrorism or apologizing for terrorism in any of its 
forms are prohibited from applying in the university's admission process. 
 
FIFTH: The Vice Rectorate of Welfare and University Social Responsibility will identify and attend 
to the needs of applicants with special needs due to disability, speakers of indigenous languages, 
those registered in the RUV, and those coming from the Vraem or Huallaga, among others. 
 
SIXTH: The data of the admitted student recorded in the original documents or legalized copies 
(names and surnames, degrees of study, grades, names of  
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Institutions, signatures by the authorities endorsing the documents, stamps, and a photo of the 
document) and the formalities of the documents shall correspond and not present alterations in 
form or content. The submission of documents officially issued and digitally provided by the 
competent national authority is allowed, provided they can be verified online. 
 
SEVENTH: Documents issued abroad shall be submitted duly apostilled by the competent 
authority of the country that issued them, in accordance with the provisions of the Apostille 
Convention. Otherwise, the documents shall have signature certifications made by the 
corresponding representative of the relevant Peruvian Consulate and by the certification 
department of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. In any case, they shall be recognized by a resolution 
from the competent authority of the Ministry of Education, certifying that the requirement of 
completed high school education studies is met. 
 
EIGHTH: Beneficiaries of the Beca 18 National Program shall prove their admission to the UCV, 
campus and program in order to begin studies starting from the academic year announced. 
 
NINTH: The application of this regulation will consider the provisions issued by SUNEDU to 
ensure the continuity of studies for students affected by the cancellation or denial of a license, of 
a program, campus, branch, or university. 
 
TENTH: The university may offer new academic programs or licensed programs in other 
campuses, subject to the “Registration of modification of the academic offer of universities and 
graduate schools” in accordance with the TUPA18 of* SUNEDU. 
 
ELEVENTH: The Admission and Promotion Directorate shall call a meeting at the close of each 
admission process. 
 
TWELFTH: Any situation not covered in this Regulation will be resolved by the Permanent 
Admission Committee. 
 

TRANSITIONAL PROVISIONS 
 
FIRST: This Regulation shall come into effect starting from the admission process for the 2025-I 
academic semester. 
SECOND: The Admissions and Promotion Directorate shall coordinate with the Directorate of 
Technological Innovation to adapt the systems in accordance with the provisions of this 
regulation. 
THIRD: In accordance with the Superintendence Resolution No. 0014-2017/SUNEDU, dated 
February 8, 2017, which approves the "Technical Criteria for

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the supervision of special admission processes for individuals who have taken courses in non-
authorized study programs," the Permanent Admission Commission is authorized to include in 
the admission processes the schedule and places for Special Admission Evaluation for individuals 
who have taken courses in unauthorized programs. 
 
FOURTH: In special cases, where UCV acts as the receiving university for students from 
universities undergoing the Process of Cessation of Activities, the applicant registration will be 
carried out via the "Special Admission Evaluation – SUNEDU," and the application of specific 
Equivalency Tables for these cases will not require inter-institutional agreements. 
 
FIFTH: In case of students from universities undergoing the process of cessation of activities or 
relocation due to the denial of their license, external transfers and validations are allowed with 
fewer than seventy-two (72) approved credits. 
 
SIXTH: During the pandemic period and the progressive return to in-person classes, the 
applicants may fulfill the requirements for their application, admission, and registration at the 
university through commitments made by the applicants. In case of non-compliance or if it is 
detected that they do not meet the requirements, their admission and study period will be 
canceled, without prejudice to any administrative, civil, or criminal actions that may apply.
