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GENERAL MANAGEMENT RESOLUTION No. 366-2024/UCV 

Lima, June 14, 2024 

HAVING SEEN: the communication submitted by the General Directors of Cesar Vallejo University, 
reporting that in November 2020, a series of economic measures were implemented to support the 
university community during the state of emergency caused by the COVID-19 pandemic. Among these, 
through General Management Resolution No°. 149-2020, the university approved the adjustment of 
the processing fees for the issuance of bachelor’s and professional degrees for Undergraduate and 
Graduate, applying a reduction of more than 30% from the regular fee, a measure that has remained 
in effect until now. However, at present, the country’s economic indicators show signs of recovery and 
the health emergency has ended; therefore, the General Directors request the update of these service 
fees in order to maintain the university’s financial sustainability and; 

WHEREAS: 

César Vallejo University, in its mission to provide the community at large with access to quality 
higher education within everyone’s reach, thereby supporting personal and family goals, aims to 
contribute to the country’s development by preparing professionals better equipped to meet the 
challenges of a globalized society. To this end, the university regularly reviews its academic service 
fees to maintain balance between financial support in time of crisis, such as the COVID-19 pandemic, 
during which fee adjustments were implemented to support student’s academic continuity, and the 
adoption of measures that ensure financial sustainability with the same objective in mind. 

Through the RGG [General Management Resolution] N° 067-2019, dated December 9, 2019, 
version 05 of the Fee Schedule and TUPA1 of services was approved, becoming effective on that date. 
This document established, among others, the fees for degree issuance services, as detailed below: 
S/. 1,500.00 (One thousand five hundred and 00/100 PEN) for bachelor’s degree (Code 062), S/. 
2,000.00 (Two thousand and 00/100 PEN) for professional title (Code 063), S/. 2,000.00 (Two 
thousand and 00/100 PEN) for doctorate (Code 082), and S/. 1,500 (One thousand five hundred and 
00/100 PEN) for master’s degree (Code 083). 

Through General Management Resolution N° 149-2020, in the context of the COVID-19 
emergency, the university approved a series of financial benefits for students to support them during 
this period. Among these measures, a fee adjustment was approved for the processing services related 
to the issuance of bachelor’s and professional degrees for Undergraduate and Graduate programs, 
applying a reduction of more than 30% from the regular fee, as detailed below: S/. 1,000.00 (One 
thousand and 00/100 PEN) for bachelor’s degree (Code 062), S/. 1,500.00 (One thousand five hundred 
and 00/100 PEN) for professional title (Code 063), S/. 1,500.00 (One thousand five hundred and 
00/100 PEN) for doctorate (Code 082), and S/. 1.000.00 (One thousand and 00/100 PEN) for master’s 
degree (Code 083). These rates have remained in effect until today. 

The General Directors, considering that the country’s economic indicators now show signs of 
recovery and the heath emergency that justified the adjustment of the aforementioned degree issuance 
service fees has ended, request that said fees be updated in order to maintain the university’s financial 
sustainability.

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The Administration and Finance Manager has reviewed the request submitted by the General 
Directors and expressed her agreement. 

The General Manager, having reviewed the request of the General Directors, and in view of 
the agreement of the Administration and Finance Manager, considers it appropriate to grant approval 
and, in exercise of her functional authority, authorizes the issuance of this resolution for its 
implementation. 

In accordance with the current statutory and regulatory framework; 

IT IS RESOLVED THAT: 
 
Article 1.- TO APPROVE the update of the processing service fees for the issuance of academic 

degrees and professional titles for Undergraduate and Graduate programs, as detailed below:

support and assistance for the dissemination and implementation of this resolution.
